This game board can be easily adapted for any content area.  First the teacher will need to insert questions on each square on the game board.  To do this, select the double arrows in the top left corner to customize and add the text.  Then click on the other side to fill in the answer to the question.


Once the questions are set, 4 students can play at one time.  The student who rolls the highest goes first.  Students roll the die, then move their game piece that many spaces.  They read the question aloud and then answer it.  If they are correct, they get to go again.  If they are wrong, then it’s the next student’s turn.  Or they can just take turns each time one of them gets a question to make it fair.


The student who reaches the You Won Box wins the game.

Rules for Playing Chutes and Ladders

Object of the Game is to be the first to go from square number 1 to square number 100. 


Spin the spinner to see who starts the game.  The highest number in this spin goes first.  All players choose their game piece color.  Game pieces are next to square number 1.  


When it’s your turn, spin the spinner and move that many times on the board.  If you land on the square at the bottom of the ladder, you move up.  Ladders lead up ONLY!!  If you land on the square at the top of the chute, you must move or slide down the chute to the bottom square


Rules for Playing Boggle


One player selects and turns over each square so that new letters appear on each.  Students can take turns at each round.  Once all 16 letters are ready start the timer to begin.  Each player looks at the assortment of letters and searches for words of 3 or more letters.  Each player writes down each word as it is found.  Words are formed by the use of adjoining letters.  Letters must join in the proper sequence to spell a word.  They may join horizontally, vertically, or diagonally, to the left, right, or up and down.  But no one cube letter can be used more than once within a single word.


This is a great printable page for the students or if you have multiple AirLiner Wireless States so that all students can write in their area at the same time.
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
